ABOUT THE EVENT 

The Blacksburg Partnership announces the 2nd annual Blacksburg Brew Do Homebrew Competition sponsored by 
Bull & Bones Brewhaus & Grill.  Home brewers from across the region are invited to see if their brew is good 
enough for “Best in Show”. This is a “Just for the fun of it” event and is not sanctioned. Winners will be 
announced during the Blacksburg Brew Do Craft Beer Festival on Saturday, October 30, 2010 at the First & Main 
Shopping District.  

ELIGIBILITY 
Beers must be homebrewed. Beers brewed in commercial facilities will not be allowed. 
This is a beer only competition. No meads or ciders. 
Entrants must be 21 years or older. 
Beers must be entered under the name of the brewer. 

 
CATEGORIES- Choose the category that best represents your beer. You will also be asked to provide the  
              style of beer your are submitting.

HOW TO ENTER 

Download the Official Entry Form at www.blacksburgbrewdo.com. 
Brewers are limited to 3 entries total. 
Brewers must submit three bottles of each type entered. 
Entry fee is $5.00 per entry. Make checks payable to The Blacksburg Partnership. 

 
BOTTLES 

Beer must be submitted in bottles, preferably 12 oz. 
Bottles must be labeled with the official  Bottle Identification Tag. 
Bottles must be free of other labels, ink or graphics. 
Do not tape or glue labels to bottle. Use a rubber band. 
Bottles will not be returned. 

 
ENTRY SUBMISSION 

Home Brew entries may be submitted Mon. Oct. 11th, Tues. Oct. 12th,   Wed. Oct. 13th between 3:00-7:00 p.m. 
Entries must be delivered in person along with all completed paperwork and fees to the First & Main Shopping 
District vacant retail space between “Clix Photo Studio” and “Rack Room”.

JUDGING 

A panel of judges will evaluate each entry according to the category in which it was entered. First, Second and 
Third place may be awarded in each category at the judges’ discretion. 
All entrants will receive the score sheets with the judges’ comments for their entries. 
All entries become the Property of the Blacksburg Brew Do Home Brew Competition. 
All first place winners will advance to the Best in Show round which will take place on Saturday, October 30 
during the Blacksburg Brew Do.  

WINNERS 
First, Second and Third place winners for each category will be notified in advance of the festival and  will 
receive a ribbon, a commemorative Blacksburg Brew Do glass, along with a 20-tasting ticket to the festival.                             
Best in Show winner will have the opportunity to have their beer brewed at Bull & Bones Brewhaus & Grill             
for commercial consumption.  All proceeds from the sale of the beer will be retained by Bull & Bones.               
Winner retains bragging rights. 
Winners will be announced and prizes will be awarded at the Blacksburg Brew Do. Time to be announced. 

 
NOTE: Brewery reserves the right to pass on brewing Best in Show if the recipe is deemed not commercially viable. In this 
case, the opportunity to brew may be given to one of the other category winners. Best in Show winner will still have the 
opportunity to spend a day brewing beer with the brewmaster.
